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EUTO Sustainable Tourism Statement from Latvia Study Visit
EUTO supports the difficult trans-European political decisions that need to be made on energy and transport to allow the sustainable growth of the travel and tourism industries. EUTO encourages bold action in these areas at EU and member state level.

EUTO recognises that, while profit is the responsibility of the private sector, responsibility for the planet and its people is shared between the public and private sectors. EUTO looks to more public sector incentives in terms of Research and Development, Education and Innovation.

EUTO encourages governments to invest in delivering on the new sustainable profession of tourism.  EUTO recommends greater spend on education at the higher/further education level, using the VOCMAT model - see www.vocmat.com - and skills development to secure acceptance of quantifiable skills in career progression.

EUTO requests all tourism organisations to consider their own operations/actions to deliver a more sustainable tourism industry.  
Visitors and sustainable tourism
More and more of our visitors are taking an active interest in their environmental impact.  But often they need information and reminders if they are going to play an active part in making tourism more sustainable.  

EUTO recommend the inclusion of positive ‘green’ messages in brochures and campaigns; promotion of off-season holidays; a higher profile for ‘green’ accreditation schemes; information about local produce; and how to explore without the car.  Tourism information centres have a central role to play in implementing these recommendations by pointing out the ways in which people can travel by more sustainable means; stay in ‘green’ accommodation; and engage in more sustainable tourism activities.
